Troy University’s athletic failities are among the finest in
the nation. The Tine Davis Fieldouse is home to the administra-
tive staff and football coaches. It features a 150 seat auditorium
(the Elizabeth Mills Rane learning Center) and the Ben F. Beard
Recruiting Lounge as well as locker rooms and several meeting
rooms.
